Sr Grace and Fr Lawrence: During the week
of September 10-13, the College
had the pleasure of welcoming two
Cistercians of the Strict
Observance: Br Lawrence Morey
from Gethdemani abbey in
Kentucky (Thomas Merton’s old
abbey) and Sr Grace Remington
from Our Lady of the Mississippi
abbey in Dubuque, lowa. They
came to St John’s to film a series
of video-conferences given by the Dean and Deacon
of the College, Dr David Bell, on the life and spiritual
teachings of Armand-Jean de Rancé, the founder of
the Cistercian Strict Observance, who died in 1700.
Sr Grace also gave an excellent public talk on 11
September on daily life in a women’s abbey of the
Strict Observance, which was very well attended and
very well received. Br Lawrence and Sr Grace
attended all the chapel liturgies and it was a real
pleasure having them around. Both of them said
how much they had enjoyed the welcoming feel of
the College and how much they had liked St John’s.

A Talk About Silence: Sr. Grace Remington
OCSO gave an Account of Daily Life in a Cistercian
Monastery with a focus on silence on September
11, 2019 in our Chapel. Sr. Grace studied biology
before joining Our Lady of the Mississippi Abbey,
where she has been a nun for 22 years. While Sr.
Grace has an academic background and teaching
experience, her presentation was focused on
spiritual matters and experiences. The session was
recorded and is available at the following link:

Guest Lecture: The Salt of the Earth in the
Wounds of State, October 21st at 7:00 p.m. in
Queen’s College Smart Room (3005). This
presentation and discussion is intended to exchange
insights on a matter of significant importance. Dr.
Gerald Sider, Ph. D, will present the session. Dr.
Sider said, “I have been working for the past dozen
years seeking to usefully understand why native
youth in Labrador are so prone to suicide — and by
contrast, why impoverished African-American youth
in the rural southern US scarcely commit suicide but
have high rates of murdering each other. There are
multiple theories about both situations; none have
yet to lead to substantial remedies. This discussion-
provocation paper does not at all deal directly with
the empirical issues, but begins a task of developing
new conceptual tools for new understandings.

Honorary Doctorate Nominations

We are now accepting nominations for recipient of
the Honorary Doctorate Degree at Convocation
2020. The degrees of Doctor of Divinity (D.D.),
Doctor of Canon Law (D.Cn.L.) and Doctor of Sacred
Letters (D.S.L.) are awarded in recognition of
distinguished service to the Church, in the following
ways:

The Doctor of Divinity (honoris causa) is
awarded to clergy who: (1) have given distinguished
service to the Church and the community; or (2)
have outstanding achievement in academic
leadership, teaching and/or scholarship.

The Doctor of Canon Law (honoris causa) is
awarded to members of the laity who have served
the Church with distinction.

The Doctor of Sacred Letters (honoris causa) is
awarded to persons who have served the Church
with distinction especially in the areas of Arts and
Letters.

Criteria

Normally, no more than one honorary degree shall
be awarded in an academic year, though in rare
and special circumstances, more than one may be
awarded, and on occasion none may be awarded.
Honorary degrees are not normally awarded in
absentia.

Nominating Process

e Nomination can be presented in letter format
to the Provost by October 04, 2019. The
letter of nomination should include the name
of the nominee, an explanation of the
rationale for the nomination, signature and
contact information.

e The Nominating Committee consisting of the
Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor, another

member of the Corporation, and a member
of Faculty, will consider suggestions.

e This Committee will present a nomination to
the Corporation at its fall meeting.

o Affirmative votes from at least two-thirds of
the members of the Corporation are required
to approve the awarding of an honorary
degree to the nominee.
